STATUS REPORT ECOSUPPORT WP4

T4.1: Impacts on the Gulf of Finland (1-33) (MSI)
1. The simulation of future climate slice (2070-2100) with coupled 3D hydrodynamical model GETM and biogeochemical model ERGOM is completed. The analyses showed that applied sea level forcing in Kattegat has to be revised. The simulations with changed sea level forcing improved the model results and model re-runs are in progress.

2. The preparation of a papers for the AMBIO special issue is ongoing.
T4.2: Impacts on Vistula Lagoon (1-33) (ABIORAS)
1. Collection of hydrological and ecological data and organisation of the data set under OceanDataView software is ongoing.
